Newspaper, Newspapers, corrugated cardboard, phone books, glossy magazines, catalogs,
corrugated laundry detergent boxes, soda & beer cartons, cereal boxes, household mail,
cardboard, computer, copy and writing paper only.

Bags must be taken home.

Waste oil Used motor oil and oil filters only. DO NOT bring a mix with gasoline, antifreeze or

other compounds. CONTAINERS MUST BE TAKEN BACK FOR REUSE.
