•	 Additional scheduled activities may include a team photoshoot, a make up game, and the End of Season Awards.
•	 Enrollment offerings include either Tuesday evenings OR Thursday evenings

FEESFEES
•	 Registration by March 22: $120
•	 Late Registration by April 12: $135 for both residents and non-residents; no custom name on shirt
•	 Registration closes for the season on April 12 at 4:30 pm or when the limited enrollment is filled

REFUNDSREFUNDS
•	 Full refunds will be given if requested by 4:30 pm on March 21
•	 Any refunds requested after March 21 will receive 50% refund if uniforms are not yet ordered
•	 Once the uniform is ordered, no refund can be given
•	 Prior to the start of the program, if a participant must withdraw for a medical reason, a doctor’s note will be required for a 

refund minus the cost of the uniform
